The Disabled Person’s Parking Badge Scheme (Blue Badge)
The Disabled Person’s Parking Badge scheme, also known as the Blue Badge scheme, provides a national arrangement of disabled parking concessions for people with severe mobility difficulties who travel either as drivers or passengers.
You may also be eligible for a Blue Badge if your child has a cognitive/neurodiverse disability, such as autism, which may lead to a lack of awareness of danger and therefore a need for safe and easily accessible parking.
